State of Infrastructure and Reconciliation Negotiations

Negotiations on the reconciliation package made little headway this past week, although informal
discussions on a pared down package continued. Senator Joe Manchin (D-WV) has reiterated his
hope of attempting to pass a bill that focuses on prescription drug reform/healthcare, energy and
climate tax credits, and reforming the tax code. Congress's attention, however, remains focused
on other priorities such as passing an omnibus funding bill, responding to the Russian invasion of
Ukraine, and addressing ongoing inflation and "pain at the pump" with spiking oil prices. We do
not expect significant action in the coming weeks, but Senate Democrats discussed the package at
their annual retreat, which could spur negotiations forward to pass a climate-focused
reconciliation package before attention is directed towards the midterm campaign season.

Liam Donovan’s Bottom Line

A week after President Biden used his State of the Union address to recast his domestic agenda
from a transformative progressive vision to a practical plan to fight inflation and lower costs,
congressional Democrats gave the first indication of how they intend to jumpstart the process and
storm the door cracked open by Senator Joe Manchin (D-WV) in the days following the speech. In
a “Dear Colleague” letter to his fellow Democrats, Senate Majority Leader Chuck Schumer (D-NY)
announced that in the coming weeks, “many Senate committees will hold new hearings and mark-
ups on Democrats’ cost-cutting proposals,” beginning with a Senate Finance Committee hearing
on prescription drug costs next week.



While Schumer promises a wide variety of such hearings, the decision to single out drug pricing
mirrors the first plank from Biden’s SOTU address, an area for which Manchin has expressed
support. And though the hearings are more about choreography than substance, as the pool of
policies still under consideration were all elements of the erstwhile Build Back Better plan, the
exercise is an important signal that leadership is taking Manchin’s process demands seriously. For
months the West Virginia Senator has lamented the fact that BBB did not go through regular order
and cited the importance of bipartisan input at the committee level even if Republicans inevitably
vote against the final product as anticipated.

For his part, Manchin was guarded during a Friday appearance at CERAWeek in Houston. While he
indicated an openness to “all-inclusive” climate policy via reconciliation, citing nuclear and
geothermal as technologies that would need to be considered alongside sources long favored by
Democrats such as wind and solar, he sought to play down expectations. “I really don’t wanna give
you any hope that there’s gonna be something—I really don’t know if there’s gonna be a bill.”

Should the hearing gambit succeed in rebooting the reconciliation effort, significant question
marks remain. Will Manchin continue to demand a 2-to-1 ratio of revenue to outlays as a means
of paying down the federal deficit? Are Democratic stakeholders and their congressional
champions ready to let go of social spending and tax policy priorities that these mechanisms might
otherwise finance? To the extent they are, which of the roughly $2 trillion in pay-fors passed by
the House will stay and which will go? All of which are wrapped up in a circular question regarding
the size and scope of a BBB-follow on, which could range from the $300 billion in clean energy tax
incentives to upwards of $700 billion in broader climate and health care policy.

Timing remains a factor as well. After nearly six months of delay, Congress managed to fund the
government through the end of the fiscal year, passing a massive $1.5 trillion omnibus
appropriations package along with emergency aid for Ukraine. At some level this helps clear the
legislative decks for things like reconciliation, though it surely sits behind Supreme Court
confirmation and perhaps China competition legislation in the queue. But the difficulty Democrats
had finding consensus getting a spending package across the finish line—leadership was forced to
scrap $15 billion in Covid funding amid an internal revolt over offsets—and the contretemps
surrounding late efforts to attach a corporate-friendly tax provision—one leading progressive group
called it a “slap in the face to millions of families that saw their Child Tax Credit expire” —serve as
stark reminders that Democratic nerves are as threadbare as their majorities, making cooperation
far from assured.

The Breakdown with Yasmin Nelson

Four overarching themes continue to face this administration including the Covid-19 response,
economic recovery, foreign engagement, and equity. This week, Congress passed the $1.5 trillion
spending bill to avoid a government shutdown and provide $13.6 billion to Ukraine. The bipartisan
spending measure would fund the federal government through the end of the fiscal year, Sept. 30,
with increases for both defense and nondefense programs over last year’s levels. The government
funding bill as passed is not the same version that was initially introduced — it does not include
$22 billion that the Biden administration said was necessary to combat the coronavirus pandemic.
Speaker Pelosi and Democratic leadership are looking for ways to provide that funding to the
administration as discussions of a new “sub-variant” begin to surface and Americans are still
battling Covid-19 in hospitals around the country.

A stalled Build Back Better (BBB) reconciliation proposal is still under development in the Senate.
On Monday, Senate Majority leader Schumer (D-NY) released a “Dear Colleague” letter stating that
Senate committees would begin to have new hearings this month and continuing into April on
“Democrats’ cost cutting proposals” like lowering the cost of prescription drugs. This is largely seen
as an effort to illustrate movement on issues that all Democrats can rally behind and move a
reconciliation package forward. This week, Senator Manchin (D-WV) acknowledged that he
supports efforts to advance the clean energy provisions in the original Build Back Better bill,
however, he argues that supplying Europe with natural gas amid the Ukraine war is a higher
priority. Manchin believes that production of fossil fuels is the bottom line in the geopolitical unrest
and that wind and solar are not the immediate solutions to Europe’s dependence on Russian oil
production. He said, “we can build a pipeline in two to six months and the Administration can and
needs to step up and help on that.” His position is counter to the administration’s energy and
environmental policy agenda and its broader climate objectives, but the Biden administration has
said that nothing is off the table. The administration is using all the tools in their arsenal to support
Ukraine and Europe in this unprompted conflict with Russia. That is evident by this week’s ban on
Russian oil and gas and severing trade relations with Russia. As we look at the next few weeks in
Congress, we will likely see more discussions and policy hearings, potentially pushing a
reconciliation package into May.
